“Build me straight, O worthy Mas-
ter! Staunch and strong a goodly 
vessel, that shall laugh at all disas-
ter, and with wave and whirlwind 
wrestle.” Henry Wadsworth Long-
fellow beautifully wrote the story of 
the “Building of the Ship”, begin-
ning with the little model the ship-
master created, a miniature of the 
strong and perfectly designed vessel 
to be built in the shipyard by the 
skilled laborer in his special craft. 
‘Thus,’ said he ‘will we build this 
ship! Lay square the blocks upon 
the slip, and follow well this plan of 
mine…” 
Longfellow knew the skill and heart 
of the master’s design and work. He 
even knew where the timbers came 
from for the superior vessels built at 
the seaside ports in New England 
and around the world. At his seaside 

cottage in Nahant, Maine, from 
June to September, Henry 
Wadsworth 
Longfellow 
penned the 
clever and lilting 
rhyme, “The 
Building of the 
Ship”. 
“Choose the 
timbers with 
greatest care. Of 
all that is unsound, 
beware. For only what is sound and 
strong, to this vessel shall belong. Built 
for freight and yet for speed, a beautiful 
and gallant craft ...” Longfellow relates 
in the poem where the strong timbers 
for shipbuilding came from. All ship-
masters chose the very best timbers 
from their home forests and from many 
faraway places. The quality of the ships, 
schooners, steamers, tugs and barges 
built on the Pascagoula River have al-
ways followed the important need to,
