In 2007, two community leaders shared the same love of Pascagoula and a
vision of what might be for Jackson County; and from that vision the Missis-
sippi Maritime and Warship Museum was founded. Today, we have an active
membership of 187 citizens and interested parties from across the country.

Recently, the museum's Board of Directors authorized a small annual fee of
$25.00 (single) or $35.00 (family) to help fund on going efforts. The Board
continues to make progress towards Phase 1 which focuses on establishing a
temporary facility to house maritime artifacts while plans are being laid for the
design and construction of the Maritime Museum on Lowery Island.

Once the museum is constructed, the longer term vision is to bring the former
USS Ticonderoga (CC 47) back to Pascagoula where she will serve as a float-
ing warship museum on the Singing River adjacent to the maritime museum
while representing the United States Navy, and our 300-year heritage of ship
building and maritime commerce. These efforts have entailed two years of
planning, visits to similar museums throughout the Southeast, briefings

given to our legislators and the Sec. of State in Jackson, MS in addition

to visits with our elected representative in both the House and the Senate

plus the Secretary of The Navy in Washington DC. Hundreds of hours have
been spent thus far on this endeavor and progress continues to be made as
we work together to make that original vision a reality for Pascagoula, Jackson
County and Mississippi.
